I am also very thankful to partner churches especially to those person in-charges of women’s work/gender desk who have supported me with out any reserve. My credits are for all of you who have done great jobs for the advancements of women in our region. 

 I personally would like to express my gratitude again to Dr Meehyun Chung who helped so much to our Asian Region (especially Indonesia and Malaysia) for funding programs and projects. She personally scrutiny every proposal that had submitted to her shows that she cares and tries her best to help us to materialize our dreams.

II. Scope of responsibilities:
My main responsibilities as the women coordinator are:

1. To collaborate with the Women and Gender Desk in Basel.

2. Responsible to organize and motivate the triennial Asian Women conference with the local’s women organizing committee.

3. To coordinate the action plan of programs for the Asian women especially to empower and strengthen the network among the women.

4. To visit and empower local women to elect their delegates and to know about their problems and needs.

5. Responsible for editing and update the Asian women website.

III. Activities, programs and projects held in 2006 – 2009.

I had tried my best and with God’s grace to achieve our purposes of networking which shown in my activities for 2006 to 2009. These activities have been carried out or hosted by you all as the members of our network.
1. 2006
a. Women’s Conference.

I was elected as women coordinator during the conference in GMIM Kalasey, Manado on 18 – 20 April 2006.
b. Leadership Training
This leadership training attended by 100 participants was held on 1st – 4th June 2006 at Sabah Theological Seminary, Kota Kinabalu which hosted by Basel Christian Church of Malaysia BM (BCCM BM). The participating partner churches are BCCM, PCS, GKPI and also other denominations in Malaysia such as Sarawak Anglican Church, Sabah Methodist Church, Sengoi Methodist Church were also presence.
c. Fair Trade Seminar.

Fair Trade Seminar was held in BCCM Camp Kundasang Sabah from 1st – 11th August 2006. This seminar attended by partners’ churches from BCCM BM, PCS and GKPI which majority of the participants are women. The facilitators of this seminar were Mr. Ueli Knecht and Mr. Peritno I Dasar from GKE. This seminar has developed the skill of the participants in handicraft and at the same time the participants also exchanged each other view of culture and concepts among themselves which found very fruitful.
d. Visitation and consultation with PCS Women’s exco.

On 25th August 2006 I visited Kudat and had an opportunity to discuss and to share women’s concerns and issues which relevant to their situations and also for Asian women fellowship. I also had the opportunity to visit Tinangol Handicraft Center. 

e. Female Theologian Data.

I had collected the data of female theologian within partner churches in Asian. 

f. Liturgy

I had prepared a liturgy for the worship service for Peace in Asia which included monthly prayer calendar with the theme of peace. These prayer items were from partner churches and could be use in their prayer meeting during the period of July 2007-June 2008.
2. 2007
a. EXCO meeting

On 9 – 12 February 2007, I attended the Asian EXCO meeting which held at GKP, Bandung. On 12th Feb we attended church service at GKP Lembang where they organized a cooperative program with which villagers from different background, cultural and religion to clean their neighborhood together.
b. Meeting and visitation with GKP and CCI

On 13 February 2007, I had organised meeting and visitation to GKP and CCI. The purposes of the meeting were:

i. To share and to learn from these partner’s ministries and issues   encounter  in their perspective women ministries.

ii. To Visit women group of GKP Palalongan in Bandung who were ministering among the handicrafts.
iii. Meeting with organizing committee for Rumah Pendamaian.
c. Attending Workshop for participatory Review of Mission 21’s cooperation-program in Indonesia & Malaysia.

 I was invited to attend this workshop held in Bali, Indonesia on 07th - 11th September 2007. During the meeting I took the opportunity to meet with women’s delegates from partner churches (GKPI, CCI, GKE, GKP, GKI Papua, SAG, and PCS) and we had a sharing on our network program.
d. Preparation meeting for Rumah Pendamaian.

On 12th & 18th September 2007, I attended the Preparation meeting for “Handling Victim and Shelter Home Management Workshop”. This meeting was held at PGI office.

e. Workshop of Handling Victim and Shelter Home Management (Rumah Pendamaian)

This workshop was held on 24th - 28th September 2007 at Pondok Remaja PGI, Cipayung and which attended by 35 participants from BCCM, PCS, GKP, GKE, CCI, GKPI, GKI Papua, Perwati, SAG, Germita, GMIM  and GMIST. In this workshop we discussed on the topic of domestic violence and also to explore various places on the issues of trafficking, migrant workers etc.

f. Attending workshop of PRA (PARTICIPATORY RAPID APPRAISAL)

On 27th Nov - 1st December 2007, I was invited to attend the workshop for PRA (PARTICIPATORY RAPID APPRAISAL) Borneo Group was held in Tarakan, Indonesia. This workshop attended by 16 participants from BCCM, PCS, GKE and GKPI.

I also had the opportunity to have a meeting with women and gender desk of GKPI to share about their ministry and also to discuss the Leadership Training which was going to be held in 2008 between BCCM, PCS and GKPI.

g. Collecting prayer items

From Jun to Dec 2007 – I wrote letters to partner churches and request them to submit prayer items and proposals for advancement fund. I also edited the liturgist and prayer items for monthly prayer calendar for July 2008 –June 2009.

I was gladful to be invited to attend the meeting organize by partner churches in Indonesia and also serve as the farewell service for Madeleine Stroub on 4th March 2008.

Ms Madeleine and Katharina visited congregations and women’s group of PCS in Kudat and I accompanied them to visit Good Samaritan Home, the churches of BCCM BM of Tenom, ( Tenom town, Muntai & Angalor Villages ).

f. Visitation of Dr Meehyun Chung to PCS and BCCM

Dr. Meehyun Chung as the Women and Gender Desk of Mission 21 visited PCS and BCCM BM Sabah on 22nd April – 1st May 2008. I accompanied her to visit and to meet women’s group of PCS and BCCM BM.

g. Visitation to partner churches in Indonesia
