June 2010- June 2011 Programme  
PCS
1. Women Leadership Training 
(7-10 June, 2010)
The 2-year training for Mission-21 partner churches in Borneo (PCS, BCCM BM, GKPI, GKI) was hosted by PCS.

1. GERMITA Skills Development Workshop
(June, 2010)

The workshop was funded mostly by Mission 21 with the focus “to improve women’s skills and to enable women in discovering their potential for the welfare of their lives and families.”

1. Sunday school teacher’s training
(February, 2011)
The 3-day training was organised by GKPI Tarakan. Different activities such as sharing and micro teaching were included in order to train the Sunday school teachers to be creative, to understand their role better and eventually to improve the quality of Sunday School.

1. Visit to PROK, Korea
(May-July, 2011)
Karmila was invited by PROK to pay a 3-month visit to Korea. The purpose of the visit is to exchange experience and to share women’s ministry with the partner church in Korea.

1. Choir Singing Contest (PESPARAWI)
(June 2010)

A choir singing contest (only for female congregations) was held on the 22nd of June, 2010. The theme of the contest was ‘Let everything that breathes sing praises to the Lord! Hallelujah!’

2. Hymns and March Composition Contest 
(August 2010)

A hymns and march composition contest was held by GMIST. This was opened only to female participants. 

3. The 60th Anniversary of the GMIST Women’s Ministry
(February, 2011)

On 10th of February 2011, the GMIST Women’s Ministry celebrated their 60th Anniversary. The theme of the celebration is “By stepping into the 60th – We shall increase women’s role in building faith and in preservations of environment” 

4. Farming Competition
(May, 2011)

1.  Homecare for Children  (January – December 2010)

A safe place for small children being looked after and cared by well-trained women as children sitters while their parents are working in the office. The max numbers of children is around 10 – 12.

2.  Comparative Study  (February 2010)

Visiting shelter ‘Sapo Moria’ GBKP at North Sumatera and shelter ‘Rumah Kita at Jakarta belongs to the Catholic Church.

3.  Training HIV-AIDS  (May 2010)

Providing skill and knowledge for trainees how to socialize HIV-AIDS, conducted by PCS Sabah ( regional program of Mission 21 )

4.  Professional Exposure Program for sewing activity (April – August 2010)

This program had been facilitated by Anna Catharina Perrottet as PEP Participant, recruited by Mission 21. The idea of this program was to exchange skill and knowledge about fashion and to understand more about the sewing alumni/attendants’ concept on sewing/fashion which connected with their own culture/way of life or on the reverse.

5.  Textile/Rottan Development  (October 2010 – February 2011)

As several outputs after PEP was over. The skillful and trained participants tried to develop some new designs/models and the product quality using textile, rottan and the combination with other material.
6. World Prayer Day and Easter Day 2011  (March, April 2011)

GKE Women Commission conducting this religious events in collaboration with other churches/denomination and Regional Christian Women Organization (“PWKI” = Persatuan Wanita Kristen Indonesia).

7. Development of Rottan Handicraft  (February 2011 – recent)

Organizing regular practices to make some innovative styles/combination of rottan products, which economically have good values/prices/quality

8. Monitoring of Sewing Alumni    (February 2011)

Supporting alumni to share and exchange more ideas/concepts/techniques among other successful women to improve their small home-sewing business.

1. Training of trainer for bringing awareness of domestic violence
(September, 2010)
It was the first time we involved male participants in our training. There were four pairs of pastor couples participated the training.

(October, 2010)
I visited Tsung Tsin Mission Hong Kong to share each other’s ministry
4. Visit to Basel, Switzerland
(October-November, 2010)

The facilitators for this seminar were Ms. Winnie Yee from SAWO, Inspector Zuraini (policewoman), welfare officer Ms. Panniah Irham, lawyer Ms. Mary Lee and Doctor Luke Lee. The aim of this seminar is to bring awareness especially to men to play a part in against domestic violence.
