Program Report of GKE Women Commission 2006

1. Leadership Training

It has been conducted 3 training activities at Kalimantan regions on January, May and June 2006. Attended by about 171 participants from different professions.

2. Collecting women’s data III

Gathering data of  81 respondents from 81 church classis in October. 

3. Publishing women bulletin

It is printed in Indonesian language only.

4. Attending one-day seminar about Leprosy Disease

It was organized in May, by the collaboration between Indonesia Christian Student Movement and local Health Institution in South Kalimantan.

5. Women Consultation GKE VII and Bible Quiz

Executed in September and joined by 345 attendees from 71 GKE Classis.

6. Essay Critics on Mrs. Marie Claire Barth’s book

It was conducted in April in Central Kalimantan, as an appreciation on her 50 year-service in Indonesia.

7. Sewing and Workshop

It was done in January up to early December in South Kalimantan.

8. Constructing a Home Care Building

It has been established from August 2006 – January 2007 for taking care of children whose mothers work at public sectors.

GKE Women Commission Program 2007

A. Women Empowerment  :  Women’s Participation in Decision Making / Leadership

· Women Leadership Training

Will be conducted in 3 different areas of Kalimantan. The main objective is to develop women’s capacity in leadership, to equip them with relevant subjects and to make them to be proactive in decision making. 

· Publishing GKE Women Bulletin

Normally, published within 4 month – period. The purpose is to provide some information about women’s activities inside or outside the church and other national/global issues.

· Taking English Course



It is expected women commission members could learn English actively in order to create relationship / to communicate among other women in various parts of the world, especially with church partners / organizations.

· Attending official invitation in domestic areas and overseas.

Its objective is to build and strengthen partnership, to empower the commission members and to enable them be active in dealing with women’s problems and other global matters.

B. Women Empowerment  :  Conducting Sewing Course and Opening Home Care for Children

· Sewing Course and Workshop

The aim of this activity is to give/improve knowledge and skill how to sew. This activity can be participated by  women or men from different background. For long term phase the capable participants expected to share their skills to other women or to run home activity in order to raise their family income.

· Home Care for Children

This activity will have double-impact. First, young mothers can bring their children to this place while they work outside / at public sectors. Secondly, this program can offer good chance for women to be nannies.[image: image1.png]
