· PCT has been conducting program called “family altar” Please pray also for Taiwan people which tend to be isolated from international community. 
· In Korea, economic growth has widened gap of income among workers who are working in large corporations and those who are working in medium and small enterprises.
· Churches in Japan face a negative growth rate which causes mostly aging congregations. Pray for the most concerns of United Church of Christ in Japan to deal with youth mission. Other problem faced by young generation in Japan is the phenomenon of lack of life purposes. According to a survey, 85% Japanese teens say they often wonder why they exist and only 13 % say they see a reason for their being on earth.
· Indonesia: closing down and burning of churches buildings, especially in the province of Aceh, Banten and West Java by hardliners Islamic groups. Also facing problems of natural disaster such as earth quake, tsunami, spreading of avian flu or bird flu in most part of Indonesia.
