Women’s Division of Tsung Tsin Mission of Hong Kong, China
Dear sisters, on behalf of the TTM Women’s Division, I send warm greetings to all of you. Thank you for this opportunity to share our ministry with you all.

The executive committee consists of 19 members come from 9 churches out of 22 churches of TTMHK. They are elected and appointed different posts during our general assembly every two years. 

A. Internal activities    
Every year, usually in February, April, June and December, we arrange joint prayer gatherings among churches. Each time around 120-200 participants and most of them are between 60 to 80 years old, therefore we try to enrich our programs with praise-dance and various types of sharing to attract younger comers. In June of 2006, we celebrated our 50th anniversary with worship and feast.
During summer time, we visit old aged church members including inmates of nursing homes. We concern both their spiritual and physical needs 

In recent years, Kau Yan Church started a program by training women to perform praise-dances in public areas where attract many non-believers. They make friends with those new-comers and invite them to join bible study groups, prayer meetings and even Sunday services at church. We join their inter-churches training programs. More and more women become leaders to spread out this kind of ministry.

B. External activities. 

Besides local services, we arrange mission trips to Hakka churches in the Mainland China. We are encouraged by those young women volunteers and wonder how hard their works have been in dealing with the Hakka tribe ministry.  
We send representatives to join committees formed by Women Department of Hong Kong Lutheran Federation, Women Ministry of Hong Kong Christian Council, World Day of Prayer, or other religious groups. In addition to the female prisoner ministry, we learnt about chaplaincy services for the elderly and the dying people; the technique of preaching gospel and discipleship training; and also projects to enhance the relationship of family members. By learning through seminars or talks and by practicing various kinds of ministry, our spiritual lives have been enriched.
We are glad to have Rev. Tiffany Wong represented us to be an executive committee member of Asia Fellowship of Mission 21 Partners. Nevertheless, I would like to keep contact with you all.
